1. Obstructed view:

A flagman should assist when a
forklift is being operated in restricted
spaces and/or the operator’s view is
obstructed.

2. Obstructed view:

| ‘ area/route should be barricaded to
prevent pedestrians from entering
the area where the forklift is being

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4. Visual and audible devices:
Visual and audible devices must be
fitted on forklifts. These devices
should be inspected prior to use
and maintained accordingly.
